THE CURRICULUM
It is the policy of the Board of Governors of St. Eoghan’s Primary School, Moneyneena that all the pupils will receive their full entitlement under the Northern Ireland Curriculum and that the school will go beyond that entitlement in areas where there are particular abilities among the staff.

St. Eoghan’s Primary School will offer a curriculum that is balanced and broadly based and which promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, intellectual and physical development of the pupils.  This curriculum will be delivered in a way which is best suited to the pupils’ age, aptitude and ability in order to help prepare them for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life.  The school will aim to provide a happy and secure atmosphere in which the children can learn effectively.  It will also be the aim of the school to maximise the potential of each pupil, to develop self-confidence in the pupils and to promote a spirit of tolerance towards others.

The Curriculum will be so designed that the desire to learn will be encouraged in the pupils and that thinking and reasoning will be stimulated.  It will be held to be important that children learn to apply themselves to the work in hand and to work to the best of their ability.

The Curriculum is seen as being a common curriculum for all the pupils of St. Eoghan’s Primary School and no pupil will be debarred from any part of it.  Every effort will be made to provide reasonable adjustments and maximum access to the curriculum for children who have a physical disability.

The Northern Ireland Curriculum is set out in six Areas of Learning:

1. Language and Literacy: including Talking and Listening, Reading and Writing.

2. Mathematics and Numeracy: focusing on the development of mathematical concepts and numeracy across the curriculum.

3. The Arts: including Art and Design, Music, Drama

4. The World Around Us: development of knowledge, skills and understanding in History, Geography, Science and Technology.

5. Personal Development and Mutual Understanding: focusing on emotional development, social skills, learning to learn, health, relationships and sexuality education and mutual understanding in the local and global community.

6. Physical Education: development of knowledge, skills and understanding through play and a range of physical activities.

At the heart of the curriculum lies an explicit emphasis on the development of skills and capabilities for lifelong learning.  Through opportunities to engage in active learning contexts across all areas of the curriculum, children should progressively develop:

Cross Curricular Skills:
· Communication

· Using Mathematics

· Using Information and Communications Technology

Thinking Skills and Personal Capabilities:

· Thinking, Problem-Solving and Decision Making

· Self-Management
· Working with Others

· Managing Information

· Being Creative

Religious Education is a compulsory subject and is taught to all children in accordance with the core syllabus specified by the Department of Education.  P1-7 Assembly takes place every Thursday from 11.30 – 12noon. On a monthly basis each class within the school is responsible for leading the assesmbly. Our chaplain Fr. J. Downey, missionary organisations, local charity representatives and the principal are involved in taking the Assemblies throughout the year.  
Religious Education is not confined solely to formal lessons but permeates all aspects of school life. In promoting the aims of our school, the core Religious programme we continue to offer all pupils is that of “the Children of God” series and its revised version “Alive O”.

The start of year Mass was held on the 3rd of October 2014. This Mass was celebrated by Father J. Downey. During this Mass the new P1 children were introduced to the school community.

In preparation for Lent Fr. Downey administered the ashes on Wednesday the 18th of February 2014.

On Thursday the 15th of April, Bishop Francis Lagan administered the Sacrament of Confirmation to the P.7 children in St. Columba’s Church, Straw.  Fr. Downey worked with the teachers Mr. Diamond and Mrs. Molloy to help pupils understand better the significance of the renewal of their commitment to their baptismal promises and the Sacrament of Confirmation. 

During the course of 2014/15 year the P.4 children participated in the, ‘Do this in Memory of Me’ programme. This was organized by the parish. On each Sunday of the month the P.4 children attended Mass along with their parents. The P4 pupils participated in an Enrolment Mass which was held on Sunday the 5th of October. They also celebrated First Confessions and First Holy Communion. First Confession took place on Thursday the 26th of March. First Holy Communion took place in St. Eugene’s Church, Moneyneena on Saturday 24th May at 10.am. Our thanks are due to Mrs McClarey and to Fr Downey who prepared the pupils so thoroughly. Congratulations to all the P4 pupils who participated enthusiastically. Also congratulations to Mrs. Herron who accompanied the choir.

Pupils were given opportunities to attend Confessions and Masses throughout the school year. Assemblies were held each week and once a month a particular class was chosen to lead the assembly. Parents were invited to these class assemblies.

We celebrated a special End of Year Mass on Thursday 25th June 2015 for all the P7 pupils. The theme of the Mass was “Moving On”, all our pupils; staff, parents and friends of the school were invited. 

The P.7 children also attended an Open Air Mass in the Brandwell, Derry City on Thursday the 5th of June 2014. This Mass was entitle, ‘Fan the Flame’. This Mass was open to all the children in the Diocese of Derry who made their Confirmation. This Mass was celebrated by Bishop Donal McKeown

All the ceremonies were celebrated with great reverence and solemnity. We wish to thank our priests for supporting the work of the school in this very important area of the curriculum and also you the parents for the part you played in the preparation of your child/children

STAFF DEVELOPMENT AND IN-SERVICE TRAINING

The staff is the school’s most valuable asset. They are helped to achieve their full potential by being given opportunities and encouragement to participate in training and other development activities.

In September, we welcomed to our school Mrs. Imelda Bannon. Mrs. Bannon took the P4/5 children. Mrs. Bannon went on Maternity leave during the month of February 2015 and her class was taken by Mrs. Claire McClarey.

In September, we also welcomed to our school Miss Mairead Dyas. Miss Dyas was employed to cover Mrs. Mary Devlin’s ongoing career break.

Staff received training in the use of the Epi-Pen.

The staff received accredited First Aid training on the 6th of January 2015. The staff of St. Eoghan’s P.S. was trained alongside the staff from St. Mary’s P.S., Draperstown.

Staff received in-service training on Child Protection training.
Miss Convery attended courses relating to ASD awareness. This was held in Antrim Board Centre. 
Miss Convery withdrew children on a Friday for Literacy support. Her class was subsequently covered by the principal, Mr. Diamond.
Whilst Miss Convery was off on sick leave, her class was covered by Miss S. Farrell.
Miss Dyas, Miss Farrell attended various courses throughout the year in their role as a Beginning Teachers (BT) These courses were organized by the NEELB.

Miss Dyas attended a training day organized by C2K in relation to ‘GL Testing’ within schools.
Mr. P. Diamond’s PRSD advisor, Mr B. Faulkner visited the school on the 21st of October 2014 to set new objects for the 2014/15 school year. The objectives for the 2013/14 year were also reviewed. This meeting was attended by the principal’s PRSD Governors.

Mr. P. ATTENDANCE

The annual attendance rate for 2014/2015 was 96.40%

This is a slight decrease on the previous year’s attendance rate of 97%. The Governors would like to remind all parents of the advice from the Department of education which states that 95% attendance rate is satisfactory, 90% attendance is poor and 85% attendance or lower is unsatisfactory. It is the parents responsibility to ensure that their child(ren) are not removed from school unnecessarily i.e. for a family holiday.

REVIEW OF 2014/15
2014/15 was another action packed year with a busy calendar and many interesting and exciting events for pupils, staff and the wider community.  Our pupils have been provided with a wide variety of opportunities and experiences.  Whilst the curriculum is the most important aspect of the children’s day to day education, the other activities they are involved in and the expertise they gain help further complement many the areas of study and contribute to their social and personal development.  These activities and experiences, which are many and varied, would not be possible without the commitment of the staff and the support of children, their parents and grandparents.  A special thank you to staff and parents who continue to support us both practically and financially whenever requested.  

The major focus of our School Development Plan in relation to Numeracy was to update our Scheme of Work with regard to Shape and Space. We also increased the children’s use of ALTA Maths Programme to support the teaching and Learning in this area. 

With regard to Literacy, the Scheme of Work for Writing was updated. This was completed over the course of the year. We also reviewed the current Writing practices within the school in relation to the forms of writing and writing skills. We had a very enjoyable Literacy week in February. We invited numerous literary guests to our school. This was to promote Literacy within the school
Assessment data was used to further track children at individual and whole school level.

In September the Principal along with the P1 teacher met the new P1 parents on an individual basis as part of the new Induction arrangements.

Various assemblies and shows were held throughout the year.

All children had an exciting trip to the cinema in Maghera to a movie at Christmas.

A Book Fair was held in the school, to promote literacy and a love of reading. 

The P7 children attended an event entitled ‘Bee Safe’ organized by Magherafelt District Council. This gave the children a great insight in how to stay safe both inside and outside their homes.

The P6 & 7 children had the opportunity to visit the Bank of Ireland in Draperstown. This gave the children a valuable insight into banking policy and procedures.

Children from P2 – 7 had the opportunity to avail of Ceili Dancing lessons which was organized by Mr. Pat Scullion. Parents and children from P5 – 7 went to a An Rath Dubh for a Ceili in the evening outside of normal school hours.
A number of shows were held throughout the year linked to literacy. These performances were designed to improve talking and listening, comprehension and drama skills.

Teams from our school made up of children from P.6 & 7 participated in the Ballinascreen Credit Union Quiz.
